FINAL RUSHMORE ABATE BIKE RAFFLE REPORT  

 

First off, if every Rushmore ABATE member would have sold or bought an additional in July, we could have given the bike away 

before the rally started. 

Mary and I would really like to thank all the different people who volunteered their time this past year to sell tickets and promote 

ABATE at the various events which we displayed the bike. Everyone showed up on time and on the right days and we received 

very positive feedback from function heads/organizers on our great attitudes, manners and our overall presentation. 

On Aug 13th, at Black Hills Harley Davidson, at 12:30 pm, we sold the remaining 18 tickets printed on the bike to an enthusiastic 

out of town participant. For the next 3 and a half hours a group of us removed the staples, mixed, and spun our ticket drum until 

4pm when Emily, a  gal who worked at BHHD not participating in the raffle, reached in the drum and pulled out the first ticket be-

ing the bike winning ticket #627 with the name Brad Flynn from Rapid City on it. I was personally excited to announce his name 

because Brad and I had worked together for years at Ellsworth AFB and for many years he has  participated in all of our bike raffles 

buying several tickets. I contacted him by phone and he did not believe me until we took the bike over to his house and presented it 

to him. Gin Huwie had sold him the winning ticket earlier in the year at the Eagles and for that she collected $100.00. 

Second place went to Michael O'Conner of R.C. He and his wife worked in a booth next to us at an event where they were volun-

teering their time promoting a poker run supporting an organization for the School Lunches For Kids Program and at the end of a 

very long day event they bought a ticket from Mary and it proved fruitful for them. 

Third went to Carl Clearwater from Thompson, Manitoba, Canada and he purchased 6 tickets from us during the rally at BHHD. He 

spent quite a bit of time with us in our booth gathering information about the rally concerning traffic and road skill levels. He was a 

new rider and the rally seemed to be overwhelming him. We hooked him up with maps and personal tips which he thanked me for 

later when I called him to tell him he was a winner. He and his wife selected the ladies version of the watch which we purchased 

and mailed to them. 

Special thanks go out to my wife Mary, our buddy Red from Louisiana and my cousin Bill from Minnesota for all the hours of their 

vacation time they spent at BHHD helping sell the remaining 209 tickets at BHHD during the rally. the remaining 209 tickets at 

BHHD during the rally: 

#5 Bob Fischer who sold 50 

#4 D.J. who sold 65 

#3 Gin Huwe sold 82 

#2 John Haas who sold 209 

#1 Bob Anderson who sold 457 which garnered me a crisp C note for being the leading ticket sales person. 

Throughout the raffles run we sold 288 tickets at the different events we showed the bike at. 99 different people purchased the 6 for 

$100 option reducing our profit margin by $1,980.00. After all combined expenses such as the bike purchase and booth rental 

spaces we returned just a few dollars short of twelve thousand back to our treasury.  

Very recently I sat down with Mr. Jim Burgess of BHHD and thanked him again for the $5,000 spot they provide us at BHHD to 

finish up our raffle during the rally and we discussed models and prices for next year's raffle should we  decide to continue. The 

prices all increased roughly $400 due to the HD's engine cubic inch increase from 96 to 103. The quotes he gave me on the models 

we discussed as well as ticket formats, numbers and pricing will be discussed and decided on in the next couple of meetings so 

make sure you  attend upcoming ABATE meetings and let your input be heard.   

Mary and I would like to thank the board and membership for  the gift certificate to the Longhorn Steakhouse presented to us for 

our efforts in chairing this activity for ABATE. We are looking forward to a great meal and atmosphere and this gesture is very 

appreciated.  

Enjoy the fall weather and colors but be aware of the deer and other hazards. I witnessed a VERY VERY close motorcycle encoun-

ter with a deer recently that really had me a bit rattled which has reminded me to keep a good focus on the surroundings.  

Thanks again for everyone's help and camaraderie but don't ride too close behind me this fall unless you want your leathers oiled, 

but by spring I'll have those issues resolved.
